In the repetition Amidah by Modim - the thanksgiving blessing - the kahal bows by the
words ‘Modim...” and lifts erect before “Hashem” and say one or some of these:
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Editor’s note: The purpose is for the tzibur to also say thanks during the chazan’s repetition.
Having already said the text in the Amidah other words of thanksgiving is said.

When bowing one should not do too little, either. Just moving the head is not enough.
The spine must bend.

Obligations

One must mention the going out of Mitzrayim at night. The Rabbis only obligate one to
say it by day. We act in according to the first opinion.
